Alert about Children’s Health in our Region
· Governor’s Budget Recommends Devastating $2.4 Million Funding Reduction for School- Based Health Centers (SBHC)
· School-Based Health Centers are medical clinics in schools. They keep children in school and reduce the high medical costs of emergency care. 
· Over 43,000 children are seen in School Based Health Centers in 26 parishes each year. 

· These cuts will be devastating. There are 65 School Based Health Centers in the state that will be affected by this major cut. This would mean that each SBHC would need to generate an additional $37,000 in Medicaid reimbursement to offset the proposed cuts. 
What can you do to help? 

· Oppose the $2.4 million cut in the State Proposed Budget
· Help us get a commitment from DHH to allow us to:
· Bill for services provided to children 10 and under
· Bill for Mental Health services that we are required to staff and provide
· Receive full reimbursement for preventive services-we only receive 80% of normal MD fees for these services

The Coordinated Care Dilemma
·  It is unclear how School-Based Health Centers fit into the Department of Health & Hospitals Coordinated Care Network model

· SBHCs are concerned that Coordinated Care Networks will not honor the current Medicaid reimbursement rate

· SBHCs are the only primary care option for many poor children in our state

· Medicaid reimbursement is critical for meeting their needs

Where can additional funds be found? 
Additional tobacco taxes could raise more funding that can help SBHCs and other health care providers who are being devastated by this current state budget cut. 
SBHCs provide:

· Access

· Cost Effectiveness

· Preventive Care

· Quality Care
